4ÈÉÓ ÃÕÂÉÔ ÉÓ 'ÏÄȭÓ 
measurement, a  standard of 
God.  We should therefore 
expect to see in this cubit, the 
hand and the mind of God.
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ÁThis structure (The Tabernacle) was 15 feet 
wide, 15 feet high and 45 feet long
ÁThe first or larger apartment, 15 feet wide 

and 30 feet long, was called the "Holy."* The 
second or rear apartment, 15 feet wide and 
15 feet long, was called the "Most Holy." 
ÁJust inside the gate, and immediately in front 

of it, stood the "Brazen Altar." This altar was 
made of wood and covered with copper, and 
was 7 1/2 feet square and 4 1/2 feet high. 
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
